alford due process of law to all pargons who heave applled for
enrollment or adoption as members of the Wation or who have

relinguished or lost their membership in the Nation:

BE IT ENACTED by the Tohono O‘odham Council of the Tohono

Olodham Nation, as follows:

6, 1988, or, whers applicable, the Constitution
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of the Papage Trive, ratified by the Tribe on
December 12, 1936, and approved by the Secretary
of the Interior on January 6, 1937, as amended by
three amendments adopted on April 9, 19860,
fTebruary 8, 1975, and January 21, 1978.

»pescendants? or ”lineal descendants” means those
persons who are the issue of the ancestor through
whom enrollment rights or degree of blood are
claimed, namely, the children, grandchildren,
etc. 1+ does not include collateral relatives
such as aunts, uncles, cousing, etc.

»tndians” as used in Section 1(a) of Axticie IT
of the Constitution means members of Indian
tribes which as of the date of the base roll were
faederally recognized as eligivle by the United
States Government through the Secretary of the
Tnterior for special programs and services
provided by the Secrstary to Indians because of
their status as Indians and which have not been
Lerminated.

#1ineal ancestors” means an ancasior, living or
deceased, who L1s related te an applicant by
dirsct ascent, namely parent, grandparent, ate.
It does not include collateral relatives such as
aunts, uncles, ets. +

#Membership Application” or #application for
enrollment” means a written application on a form
prescribed by the enrollment commitsee to be
enrolled as a member of the Nation. .

#Membership requirements” means the constitu-
tisnal requirements for membership in the Nation
set out in Section 1 of Article II of the
Constitution.

#Namien” means +the Tohono  O‘cdham NWation,
formerly the Papago Tribe.

»sponsor” means a pavent, lineal descendant,
recognized guardian, next feiand, mnext of ¥in,
spouse, exscultor or administrator of estate, or
other person who files a membership application,
an adoption application, or an application for
determination of blood degree on Dbehalf of
another person as the applicant.

#pesident” member as used in Section 1(b) of
Ar=icle I of the Constitution, means any member
whe lives within the Nation with the intent to
make the Nation his or her only permanent home,
or any member who lives cutside the Mation with
the intent to return to the Nation and to make it
hie or her only permanent home. The intent to
»eturn to the Nation shall be presumed and can

only be rebutted by a preponderance of the
evidence to the contrary.
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
