the Tohono O’odham Nation ("Nation") desires to manage and regu-
late the storage, collection, transportation, and disposal of solid waste
and certain hazardous waste on lands of the Nation in order to protect
the Nation's environment, its natural resources, the political integrity
and economic security of the Nation, and the health, safety, and wel-
fare of its members and all persons present on the lands of the Na-
tion;

harmful to health, and may contaminate the land, the air, and drink-
ing water from underground and surface supplies ;

the Nation is required to comply with the federal Solid Waste Dis-
posal Act, 42 U.S.C. §§ 6901 et seq., as amended by the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976, the regulations issued there-
under, including 40 C.F.R. Part 258 ("Part 258"), and the Indian
Lands Open Dump Cleanup Act, 25 U.S.C. §§ 3901-3908; and
