This ordinance shall be deemed an exercise of the police powe r
of the Papago Tribe for the protection of the public welfare,
peace and safety of the people of the Papago Reservation, and
all provisions of this ordinance shall be liberally construed
for the accomplishment of this purpose .

In this ordinance, unless the context of .<r,vise requires :

A . "Fireworks" means any combustible or explosive composition,
substance or combination of substances, or any article
prepared for the purpose of producing a visible or au^itln
effect by combustion, explosion, deflagration or d .-.,ion,
and toy cannons in which explosives are used, the typ- u
balloon which requires fire underneath to propel it, foe_
crackers, torpedoes, skyrockets, roman candles, daygn b~_
sparklers or other fireworks of like constru ;stion, firewors
containing any explosive or combustible compound, and any
tablet or other devise containing an explosive substance .
The term "fireworks" does not include toy pistols, toy canes,
toy guns or other devices in which paper caps containing not
more than twenty-five hundredth :; rains of explosive compound
are used if constructed so th .` V- hand cannot come in
contact with the cap when in pl for the explosion, or
pistol paper caps which contain less than twenty hundW .
grains of explosive mixture, or fixed arunition or prim" : s
therefor .

B . "Person" includes individual , partnership, finrr or corporatio n

Section 4 Fireworks Prohibited

A . Except as otherwise provided by this ordinance it is lawfu l
to sell , offer or expose for sale, use, explode or ;;o s s

any fireworks within the exterior boundaries of thi.
Reservation .

This section shall not be construed to prohibit or restrict
the possession of aerial set pieces designed for use in
pyrotechnical displays, or the display of such set piece,
by the Papago Tribe, Districts, villages, fair associat0r,
and not-for-profit organizations or groups who have obtao
a permit in accordance with the terms of this ordinance .

S . ApplicatOn for a permit shall be accompanied by Ktv,
evidence that the District in which the display is r, he
located has approved of .'`, display . Each application
shall be made in writing rat less than five days prior to
the date of the display, Every display shall be handled by
a competent operator, and shall be of a character and located
discharged and fired so that it will not be hazardous to
property or endanger any person . Before a permit is granted,
the operator, location r~d handling of the display shall K
approved after investi : otion, by the fire chief of the villa
or the Pr, jnc -alice as is appropriate . After t is
granted, tho sa .le, possession, use and distrihutiue of
fireworks for the display shall be lawful for that purpose .
No permit is transferable or assignable .

Permitted Use s

This ordinance shall not be construed to prohibit ;

. The sale by a wholesaler, dealer or 'Jobber of fireworks

which are not prohibited by this ordinance .

2 . The use of fireworks by tt, .n -r0tion regencies `ear
signal purposes or illunina=,on .

3 . The sale or use of explosive, for blasting or Qr, .r
legitimate industrial purposes .

4 . The use of fireworks or explosives, or both , by farmers,
ranchers and th-it e,r,1^yees, and by, Tribal and federal
employees who n .,n wildlife resources, to rally, drive
or otherwise disperse concen ;rations of wildlife for
the purpose of protectio- -q - .rt,, or wildlife .

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The Papago police, or other peace officer shall seize, remove
or cause to be removed, at the ex nsc, of the owner, all Fire-
works or combustibles offered or ?d for sale, stared or
possessed in violation of this ordinance .

ec tion 8 Violatio n

Any person who violates any provision of this ordinance shall
be guilty of an offense punishalbe by a One of not more than
five hundred dollars, or by imprisonment in the tribal jail for
not more than six months, or both . Nothing, Wover, in this
ordinance shall be construed to authorize rr --"Km the crimkal
trial and punishment of non--Indians except to Wy axtest allowed
by any applicable present or future Act of Coneress or any
applicable court decision .
