CHAPTER 2 - NONMEMBER LAND LEASES

Legislative History: Ordinance No. 15, “To Regulate the Use and Occupancy of Tribal
Lands by Non-members of the Papago Tribe,” was enacted by the Papago Council on
June 20, 1947 and approved by Sells Indian Agency on June 29, 1947, and amended
by Resolution No. 351 (replacing the word “assignment” with ‘lease” throughout
Ordinance No. 15), which was enacted by the Papago Council on February 6, 1948 and
approved by the Sells Agency Superintendent on February 13, 1948.

Note: In an unsigned letter dated August 8, 1947 from the Sells Agency Superintendent
to the Commissioner of Indian Affairs, the Superintendent stated that his approval of
Ordinance No. 15 was subject to changing the word “assignment” to “lease” “whenever
it refers to non-members of the tribe.” As noted above, Ordinance No. 15 was

subsequently amended by the Papago Council to make this substitution.
