CHAPTER 5- LIVESTOCK BUYERS PERMITS

Legislative History: Ordinance No. 35, governing permits for nonmember livestock buyers,
was enacted by the Papago Council on April 4, 1958 and approved by the Sells Indian Agency
Superintendent on April ["11 "or "16, "date unclear], 1958 ; amended by Ordinance No. 36,
which was enacted by the Papago Council on June 6, 1958 and approved by the Sells Indian
Agency Superintendent on June 16, 1958 .

Related Legislation : Ordinance No. 14, "To Regulate the Conduct of Business upon the Papago
Reservations , was enacted by the Papago Council on June 20, 1947 and approved by the Sells
Indian Agency Superintendent on [date unreadable ; handwritten notation below chairman 's
signature reads "Ord. 14 reviewed and not rescinded by I.O. letter dated Aug. 8, 1947.'];
amended (to rescind Section VII, "and the portion of Section VI dealing with termination of
license for violation of Section VII") by Ordinance No. 38, "Regulations Governing Sanitation
of Eating and Drinking Establishments, " which was enacted by the Papago Council on May 6,
1960, approved by the Papago Agency Superintendent on May 16 1960, and became effective on
November 4, 1960. (Ordinance No. 14 appears in Title 5, Chapter 1 of the Tohono O'odham
Code. Ordinance No. 38 appears in Title 17 - Health and Safety, Chapter 3 - Restaurant
Sanitation Regulations.)

Related Legislation : Ordinance No . 28, governing permits for removal of plants and natural

materials, camping, photography, and certain livestock purchases, was enacted by the Papa go

Council on November 15, 1947 and approved by the Sells Indian Agency Superintendent on

November 25, 1947, but, according to multiple handwritten notations on the Ordinance, was

vetoed by a Bureau of Indian Affairs Central Office letter dated January 31, 1958 .

IMEREAS, Section V, (D) and (E) of Ordinance 14, pertaining to licenses
required or buying livestock on the Reservation for resale purposes
was amended by Ordinance 35, part of which reads as ollox~s ;

For regular buyers of livestock for resale purposes,

or for any other purchaser who wishes to acquire more
than two animals at one time, a permit may be issued
by the Chairman or Tribal Treasurer°, with Council
approval . The fee for such permit shall be__ $5 .0 0
per month .,,, and

WHEREAS, Part 1 does not estate specifically whether any person holding
such. license can employ a non-member to buy for him unless an additional
license is first secured for such person and the requred fees are paid
'or it . and

HEREAS, It is the feeling of the Council that every non-member buying
livestock on the Reservation for resale purposes should have a license
for which the full fee is paid .

THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED that Ordinance 35, part l ., be amended by
addi ng the following :

"1f any person holding a license to buy livestock for
resale employs non-member of the Tribe to engage in

such activity for him then a separate license must be
secured for such non-member so engaged, and the regular
fee established by the Council or such license must be
paid . Such license will be issued in the name of the
licensed employer and will carry the name of the employee

for whom the additonal license is issued . It is not
transferable and will be valid only so long as the indivi-
dual is in the employ of the person in whose name the
license is issued .

The foregoing resolution was on June 6, 1958, duly enacted by a vote of
19 for and 0 against by the Papago Council during a meeting at which a
quorum was present pursuant to authority vested in the Council by Section

s (c) of Article V of the Constitution of the Papago Tribe ratified b y
the Tribe on December 12, 1936 and approved by the Secretary of the
Inferior on January 6, 19 f, pursuant to Section 15 of the _Act of June

1034, (4 Stat . 984),
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
