CHAPTER 1 - CRIMINAL CODE

Legislative History: Ordinance No. 02-85, adopting the “Criminal Code of the Papago Tribe,”
was adopted by the Papago Council on April 11, 1985 and approved by the Papago Agency
Acting Superintendent on April 23, 1985, amended and renamed the “Criminal Code of the
Tohono O’odham Nation” by Resolution No. 107-88 on June 1, 1988, amended on November 16,
2005 by Resolution No. 05-662 (adding illegal alien offenses and severability clause); amended
on November 16, 2005 by Resolution No. 05-664 (adding savings clause and certain criminal
offenses).
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
