{APCHAEOLOGICAL RESOURCES PROTECTION ORDINANCE)

ORD. NO._05-88

Statement of Purpose: An ordinance for the protection and pre-
servation of archaeological resources historically associated
with traditional or sacred values and beliefs important to the

O'odham, and of the physical site, location or context in which
archaeological resources are found.

BE IT ENACTED by the Council of the Papago Tribe of the Papago
Regervation as follows:

Short Title

This ordinance may be cited as the Rrchasological
Regources Protection Ordinance of the Papago Tribe.

Interpretation

This ordinance shall be deemed an exercise of the
police power of the Papago Tribe for the protection
of the public welfare, health, peace and morals of
the people of the Papago Reservation and all pro-
visions of this ordinance shall be liberally constr-~
ued for the accomplishment of this purpose.

Dafinitions

In this ordinance, unless the context otherwise
ragquires:

(A} “Archaeological resource” means any material
remains of past human life or activities which
are of archaeclogical interest and the physical
site, location or context in which they-are
found., An archagological object, site or other
material remain ig of archaeclogical interest if
through its scientific study and analysis, in-
formation or knowledge can be obtained concern-
ing human life or activities. Nonfossilized or
fossilized paleontological specimens and treas-
ure~trove or abandoned property as defined in
the Hscheatr Orginance of the Papage Tribe, or
any portion or piesce thereof, shall not be con-
sidered archaeological resources under this

ordinance unless found in an archaeclogical con~
text.

{B) "Material remains of past human life or acti-
vities” means physical evidence of human habi-
tation, occupation, use or activity, including,
but not limited to:

{1) Surface or subsurface structures, shelters,
facilities or features (including, but not
limited to, domestic structures, storage
structures, cooking structures, ceremonial
gstructures, human-~made mounds, earthworks,
ganals, reservoirs, horticultural/agri-
cultural gardens or fields, rock alignments,
cairnsg, trails, borrow pits, cooking pits,
refuse pits, middena, graves, hearths, kilns
post molds) :

{2} Burface or subzurfade artifact concentra-
tions or scatters and the three dinensional

relationship of artifacts to sach ogther in
the ground.

{3) Whole or fragmentary tools, implements, con-
tainers, weapons and weapon projectiles,,
clothing and ornaments (including, but not
limited to, pottery and other ceramics,
basketry, cordage, weavings, coins, bullets,
bottles and other glassware, flaked stone,
ground stone, pecked stone, worked bone,
metal, wood, hide, feathers, pigments);

{4) By~products, waste products, or debris res-
ulting from manufacture or use of human-
made or patural materials;

(5) Organic waste (including, but not limited to
vegetal and animal remains, corprolites):;

{6) Human skeletal or mummified romains {in-
cluding, but not limited €to, bone, flesh,
teeth, burials, graves, cremations);

{7) Rock carvings, rock paintings, intaglios
and other works of artistic or symbolic
representation;

{3) Rockshelters and caves or portions thereof
containing any of the above material
remainsg;

(8] The physical site, loecation or context
‘in which any of the foregoing dre situated;

{19) Any portion or piece of any of the fore-
goling.

Council who is hereby designated as the official]

to receive notification of any archaeoclogical
permit applications or of any archaeological
or environmental impact or activities required
to be given to the Papage Tribe pursuant to
Federal Acts or regulations promulgated pur-
guant thereto.
